1. Industry Introduction 

According to the International Air Transport Association (IATA) data released 

at the beginning of June, this year's worldwide volumes for aviation passenger 

and cargo both slipped (global air freight industry will see losses of US $9 billion). 

In the face of these conditions, Taiwan's aviation and space industry has 

witnessed the opposite, with an output value in 2008 of NT $61.1 billion, a 

tremendous year-over-year growth of 22 %. In 2009, output value is set to break 

through the NT $70 billion mark.¼ ¼

This year 97 

exhibitors have registered, taking up more than 680 booths, a 54% and 13% 

increase respectively  from the last exhibition. The Ministry of National Defense, 

the Aerospace Industrial Development Corporation, Lockheed Martin, Raytheon 

and other leading domestic and international manufacturers all take part. With the 

global economy in turmoil, it’s no easy feat to realize this amount of growth and 

we anticipate more than 50,000 visitors, a 1.5-fold increase over previous 

exhibition.
